Notice is hereby given that the Ministry of Commerce of Thailand, is inviting
qualified interested parties to submit an offer for the purchase of Thai Tapioca Chips and

Tapioca Starch Crop Year 2008/2009 for export from The Kingdom of Thailand. The
following are details of the invitation:

1. Product Categories, Quantities and Qualities
1.1 Tapioca Products in warehouses as following:

1) Tapioca Chips in bulk approx. 1,000,000 metric tons
2) Tapioca Starch packed in polypropylene bag of 50 kgs. each, approx. 800,000
metric tons.
1.2 The qualities of Tapioca Chips and Tapioca Starch are as per Thai’s export
standard.

2. Warehouses |

2.1 Tapioca Chips in warehouses in 10 provinces: Ayutthaya, Chon Buri, Chachoengsao,
Udon Thani, Nong Bua Lum Phu, Ubon Ratchathani, Amnat Charoen, Loei, Chiang Rai and
Phetchabun.

2.2 Tapioca Starch in warehouses in 13 provinces.

Details as annex 1.

3. Qualified Bidders

3.1 Business Enterprises in Thailand



The business enterprises shall be juristic persons registered at the Department
of Business Development of Thailand and also used to be registered with the office of
Commodity Standards, Department of Foreign Trade (DFT) as the exporter of Tapioca
Products, which are standardized commodities, for at least one year. Additionally, the
registration as the mentioned exporter of Tapioca Products for the year 2009 shall be at least
for three months. |

The default business enterprises on purchase/sale contracts of Tapioca
Products with the Thai Government are not qualified.

3.2 Business Enterprises outside Thailand A

The business enterprises shall be juristic persons registered in their country for
at least three months and shall assign a representative in Thailand to carry out exporting and
transporting on their behalf. The representative shall be any juristic person that meets the

qualifications described in 3.1.

4. Deadline for Bidding Submission
4.1 The offer must be submitted by hand at DFT office, Operation and Analysis

building, no. 302 on 3™ floor, Nonthaburi 1 Road, Nonthaburi 11000 on July 29, 2009
between 10.00 hrs. and 12.00 hrs.

42 In case the bidders are unable to be present in person, the power of attorney
affixed with a duty stamp shall be produced and signed by -an authorized person.

4.3 Bid opening shall be executed at 13.00 hrs. on the same day.

5. Bidding Documents
The bidder shall arrange the bidding price offer, indicating the name of warehouse from

which to buy in accordance with the format required by DFT with the inclusion of the following
documents as indicated in 5.1 and 5.2 below. (Documents shall be kept separate from the bidding
envelope).
5.1 Business Enterprises in Thailand

5.1.1 A copy of the registration document as a juristic person issued not more
than one month before the date of bidding submission, duly certified by an authorized person.

5.1.2 A copy of the identification card of the authorized person (with certified
true copy).

5.1.3 A copy of the registration document as an exporter of standardized
commodities issued by the office of Commodity Standards, DFT, specifying the names of
Tapioca Products as the standardized commodities (with certified true copy)-

5.1.4 In case of granting power of attorney



In case that the bidder grants power to the other person, the power of attorney
with a duty stamp affixed shall be produced together with copics of the identification cards
of both the granter and grantee of the power of attorney (with certificd true copy).

5.2 Business Enterprises outside Thailand

5.2.1 A letter of a Notary Public attesting to the status of the bidder as a
juristic person, duly certified by the Royal Thai Embassy or Consulate in the country of
business establishment.

5.2.2 Legal documents of the exporting and transporting representative, along
with the documents stated in 5.1.1 — 5.1.3.

5.2.3 In case of granting power of attorney

In case that the bidder grants power to the other person, the power of attorney
with a duty stamp affixed shall be produced together with copies of the identification cards of
both the granter and grantee of the power of attorney (with certified true copy).

6. Bidding Offer Format
6.1 The bidder shall arrange a bidding offer in the specific form with no other

conditions. The bidding offer shall be filled in completely and accurately, duly signed by an
authorized person and without any amendment. The offer in word must match with the
amount in figure. In case of any amendment or correction, the authorized signature is needed
accordingly for validation.

6.2 Should the bidder provide the complete set of documents as mentioned in 5, the
bidder shall then be allowed to submit a sealed bidding-offer envelope in the provided
bidding-box, with the following clearly specified on the envelope:

6.3 The offer made shall be classified based on the types of Tapioca Products as follows;
6.3.1 Tapioca Chips price bidding shall be made Ex-warehouse in Baht,
excluding VAT (VAT will be borne by the buyer), in accordance with the conditions
stipulated in the Price Offer Form incidental (as annex 4). The FOB Koh Sichang price
deducting incidental costs from the warehouse have to be shown for consideration. The offer
amount in word shall match up with the amount in figure. In case of discrepancies, the offer
amount which is higher shall be used.
6.3.2 Tapioca Starch price bidding shall be made Ex-warehouse in Baht,

excluding VAT (VAT will be borne by the buyer). The FOB Bangkok price, deducting

incidental costs from the warehouse have to be shown for consideration. The offer amount 1n



word shall match up with the amount in figure. In case of discrepancies, the offer amount
which is higher shall be used.

6.4 The bidder shall provide a performance bond with the value of five percent of the
offer price. The performance bond can be a bank guarantee, a draft or a cashier’s cheque
issued by a bank located in Thailand. The performance bond shall be made payable to
‘Department of Foreign Trade,” and be enclosed in the bidding envelope. Payment in cash is
not allowed.

6.5 The bidder shall offer the prices for the whole quantity in each warehouse detail as
per annex 1. The offer prices shall be maintained for at least twenty working days after the
bidding submission date. '

7. Negotiations

The Working Committee shall negotiate with the top bidder who offer the highest price for
each warehouse. In case of the unsatisfactory, the Working Committee may negotiate with next
higher bidder. The negotiation date is July 30, 2009.

The Ministry of Commerce reserves the right not to accept/cancel any prices with a

view to preserving the interests of the Government.

8. The Awarded Bidders shall proceed as follow ;

8.1 Sign a contract with a performance bond of 5% of the contract value with Public
Warehouse Organization (PWO) within 7 days upon receipt of notice of acknowledgement in
writing from DFT. Performance bond may be in cash, bank guarantee, or cashier’s cheque issued
by any bank located in Bangkok. Failure to sign a contract within the stated period will result in
forfeiture of performance bond as mentioned in 6.4.

8.2 Payment

8.2.1 Business Enterprises in Thailand

Payment shall be made before taking delivery of the Tapioca Products, and can be
made by cash or cashier’s cheque issued by any bank in Bangkok payable to “‘Public Warehouse
Organization.” The first payment must be paid within 15 days starting from the contract signing
date.

8.2.2 Business Enterprises outside Thailand

Payment shall be made by an irrevocable Letter of Credit (L/C) issued by a reliable
overseas bank payable 100% at sight without recourse to drawers in favour of PWO through any

bank accepted by PWO within 15 days from the contract signing date.

PWO will collect payment on a weekly basis through negotiating L/C, the buyer or

representative must submit the exportation’s documents indicating the name of buyer or

representative (as per 3.2) with the following documents:
(1) Full set of Seller’s Commercial Invoices .



(2) Certiticate of Weight and Inspection (at seller’s up-country warehouses)
(3) Certificate of Quality (at seller’s up-country warehouses)

Buyer’s failure to make payment as specified in 8.2.1 and/or 8.2.2 will result
in forfeiture of the performance bond in 8.1 by PWO.

9. Delivery and Transport

9.1. PWO will deliver the Tapioca Products to the buyer at the warehouse(s). The buyer
must bear any cost arising from taking delivery of and moving the Tapioca Products.
9.2 The buyer must start taking delivery of the Tapioca Products within 3 working days
from each payment date and finish it within the following period of time.
9.2.1 Tapioca Chips
(1) Purchase volume of no more than 100,000 metric tons
To be loaded within 30 days starting from the contract signing date.
(2) Purchase volume of more than 100,000 metric tons
- at least 100,000 metric tons to be loaded within 30 days starting from the
contract signing date;
- in excess of 100,000 metric tons up to 300,000 metric tons, to be loaded
within 60 days starting from the contract signing date;
- in excess of 300,000 metric tons up to 600,000 metric tons, to be loaded
within 90 days starting from the contract signing date;
- the rest to be loaded within 120 days starting from the contract signing date.
9.2.2 Tapioca Starch
(1) Purchase volume of no more than 30,000 metric tons
To be loaded within 30 days starting from the contract signing date.
(2) Purchase volume of more than 30,000 metric tons
_ at least 30,000 metric tons to be loaded within 30 days starting from the
contract signing date;
- in excess of 30,000 metric tons up to 60,000 metric tons, to be loaded
within 60 days starting from the contract signing date;
- in excess of 60,000 metric tons up to 100,000 metric tons, to be loaded
within 90 days starting from the contract signing date;
- the rest to be loaded within 120 days starting from the contract signing date.
In case of purchases in huge quantity, taking delivery and delivery periods may be
extended to suit conditions on a case-by-case basis.

9.3 In case the buyer fails to load the Tapioca Products within the above-mentioned period,
the buyer shall be held responsible for any storage and incidental costs incurred by unloaded.cargo
starting from the last date for taking delivery of and loading the product for each specified period up
until the fulfilment of taking delivery and loading.



In case of buyer’s failure to complete loading the cargo within the specific maximum
period, penalty charge will be applied at a daily rate of 0.2% of the value of the unloaded cargo plus
other costs incurred.

Should the buyer fail to proceed according to the contract, except for the preceding
paragraph, the performance hond (as per 8.1) will be forfeited to compensate for the price
variations incurred in case the products are later sold at lower prices than the contractual prices.

10. Exportation

Buyers must completely export the contracted Tapioca products within 30 days after the
last date of the contracted Tapioca Products loading. Buyers (as per 3.1) or representatives acting

on behalf of buyers (as per 3.2) shall be required to present their own export documents as follow :

(1) Copy of Export Entry certified by Customs Department

(2) Copy of Bill of Lading (B/L)

(3) Mate’s receipt

Failure to fulfil exportation as required by the contract.will result in forfeiture of the
performance bond. (as per 8.1)

Buyers may export Tapioca Products in the form of pellets with the ratio of chips to pellets
of 1:0.965 and/or export in the form of Tapioca modified starch with the ratio of Tapioca starch to
Tapioca modified starch of 1 : 1. '
